Winter Camp 2012 – Tehachapi Mountain Park

January 20 – 22, 2012

TIMES:  Arrival time is 4:00 p.m., Friday, January 20. Camp will end at 10:00 a.m. Sunday, January 22.
Winter Camp is a weekend of games, crafts, snow activities (if weather permits) and fun. Camp is open to 4-H members fourth grade and above. (No Cloverbuds or younger family members.) In order to secure the facility we must have fifty 4-H members registered and paid for camp by December 20, 2011. Space for camp is limited. We will take registration through Wednesday, January 18, 2012 if there are openings. The cost of camp includes supper on Friday; breakfast, lunch, and supper on Saturday; and breakfast on Sunday.
Two adult leaders per cabin are needed as chaperones. There is no fee for chaperones to attend camp. Chaperones must have completed the orientation and fingerprinting process and be at least 21 years old. Clubs must provide one chaperone for every 1 – 5 campers attending camp.
What to bring to camp:
· A positive and cooperative attitude.

· Plenty of warm clothing and gloves. Snow boots are recommended. You may need to change clothes and shoes if you get wet.

· A flashlight, warm sleeping bag, blanket, pillow, toilet articles, towel, soap, washcloth, etc. The cabins do have propane heaters, but they do get cold.

· Slides, plastic sleds, or any other play equipment for snow fun. Do not bring skis, sleds or toboggans with metal blades. 4-H policy requires members participating in sledding type activities to wear a helmet.
· Be sure to mark any items you bring with your name.

· Participants are asked to bring a bag of cookies to share at snack time. 

Do not bring electric appliances – hair dryers, curling irons, etc.

OLDER 4-H MEMBERS MAY NOT DRIVE THEMSELVES, OR OTHER MEMBERS, TO CAMP. DO NOT BRING CONTRABAND ITEMS TO CAMP (Silly String, Shaving Cream, etc.). WE RESERVE THE RIGHT TO INSPECT LUGGAGE.

PARENTS: Pick up your campers at 10:00 a.m. on Sunday morning. No early pickups, the cabins and camp must be cleaned before the campers can be released.
